Why is regular attendance so important?





All children of compulsory school age have the right to an efficient full-time education, regardless of age, aptitude, ability and any special needs they may have. Regular school attendance is essential if a child is to make the most of the educational opportunities available to them. Irregular attendance seriously disrupts continuity of learning, undermines educational progress, can lead to underachievement and low attainment and impedes the child’s ability to develop friendship groups within school.

• Serious lateness will be recorded as unauthorised absence and will be    investigated by the Attendance and Wellbeing Service.

What is expected of Parents and Carers;





To keep requests for their child to be absent to a minimum


To offer a reason for any period of absence, preferably before the absence or on the first day of absence


Medical evidence will be required for longer periods of absence.


To ensure that their child arrives at school on time, properly dressed, with the right equipment and in a condition to learn. 


A reason should be offered for any lateness.


To work closely with the school and Attendance and Wellbeing Service to resolve any problems that may impede a child’s attendance


To take family holidays during school holiday periods.


To support their child and recognise their successes and achievements








Requests for holiday absence





Research has shown that absence from school as a result of a holiday can seriously interrupt a pupils’ continuity of teaching and learning and disrupt educational progress at school.





Schools have the discretion to allow up to 10 days authorised absence for the purpose of an annual family holiday. Holidays may only be authorised if attendance for the previous 3 terms is over 95%. An annual family holiday is a single period of absence that takes place once over the course of one academic year.  This does not mean a series of long weekends or several two / three-day holiday breaks. Unauthorised holidays may be subject to a Fixed Penalty Notice being issued.


If a parent wishes to request a period of leave they are required to complete a holiday form available from the school office and return to the Headteacher.
